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Connections and Controls

Please refer to the following scheme and instruc-
tions:
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1. INPUT: Speakon NL4 compatible input (+1/-1).
2. LINK: Speakon NL4 compatible output (parallel
wired with Speakon compatible input (1+/1-).

Install the “’U’’ bracket

Before installing the speaker, take a moment to
check the fixture to make sure there is no damage.
Verify that you have all the necessary tools, fittings
and connection hardware to complete the installa-
tion and connection. The Speaker is supplied with
the “U” wall mount bracket. Provide suitable struc-
tural support to fully support the speaker.

o STEP 1: Set the location of the Speaker on the wall
where is to be installed and mark the location of
the bracket holes on the wall/ceiling.

e STEP 2: Drill 8mm holes and then screw bracket
on the wall with screw anchors. First fasten upper
screw in bracket only to support the weight.

o STEP 3: Remove the 4x M8 screws off the top and
bottom of the speaker and place the speaker in
position onto the bracket. First screw the 2x M8
(1) that will fix the speaker to the “U” bracket.

o STEP 4: The speaker is now fixed to the bracket
and adjust the angle/tilt wanted (4 steps of 12°).
Screw the other 2x M8 (2) to set and finish the
Speaker installation to the wall/ceiling.

e STEP 5: It is possible now to connect the signal
cable to the low impedance input: Speakon NI4
